.    Payment will be made by the University after completion of service and after receipt of an invoice from Contractor.

The Contractor warrants that he/she is not and during the term of this agreement will not become an employee of the State of Tennessee.

The  Contractor, being an independent contractor and not an employee of the State, agrees to carry adequate public liability and other appropriate forms of insurance, to pay all taxes incident hereunto, and otherwise protect and hold the University harmless from any and all liability not specifically provided for in this agreement.



Agreement Term:  March 30, 2007    to  April 1, 2007.
Either party may terminate this agreement by giving written notice to the other at least 10___  days before the effective date of termination.  In the event, the Contractor shall be entitled to receive just and equitable compensation for any satisfactory work completed as of the termination date.  This agreement cannot be assigned or subcontracted without the prior written consent of all parties.

Contractor shall maintain books and records relating to this agreement for a period of three (3) years from the date of final payment.  Such books and records shall be subject to audit by the State of Tennessee upon request.

If the Contractor fails to fulfill, in timely and proper manner its obligation under this agreement, or if the Contractor shall violate any of the terms of this agreement, the University shall have the right to immediately terminate this agreement and withhold payments in excess of fair compensation for work completed.  Notwithstanding the above, the Contractor shall not be relieved of liability to the University for damages sustained by virtue of any breach of this agreement by the Contractor.
